Ingredients:

20g worsted weight cotton yarn
10g or less worsted weight cot-
ton yarn in a contrasting color
Size G hook

1 small button
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Directions:
Using magic loop work 10 single crochet stitches, join the last to the first with a slip stitch.

Rnd 1: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2 (counts as first hdc); 2hdc into each sc st to end-- 20 stitches.
Rnd 2: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in next hdc, *(2hdc in next hdc) twice, 1Thdc in next hdc; re-
peat from * to end-- 30 stitches.

Rnd 3: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 2hdc, *(2hdc in next hdc) twice, 1hdc in each
next 2 hdc; repeat from * to end-- 40 stitches.

Rnd 4:Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 3hdc, *(2hdc in next hdc) twice, 1hdc in each
next 3 hdc; repeat from * to end-- 50 stitches.

Rnd 5:Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 4hdc, *(2hdc in next hdc) twice, 1hdc in each
next 4 hdc; repeat from * to end-- 60 stitches.

Keep working rounds, adding 1 more hdc each round (ie round 6 will have 5 hdc stitches worked after
the 2hdc) until there are 16 hdc after each 2hdc, 2hdc.

Change to contrasting color - Rnd 18: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 17 hdc, *(2hdc
in next hdc) twice, 1hdc in each next 17 hdc; repeat from * to end.

Change to main color - Rnd 19: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 18 hdc, *(2hdc in next
hdc) twice, 1hdc in each next 18 hdc; repeat from * to end.

Change to contrasting color - Rnd 20: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 19 hdc, *(2hdc
in next hdc) twice, 1hdc in each next 19 hdc; repeat from * to end.

Change to main color - Rnd 21: Ch2, 1hdc into base of ch2; 1hdc in each next 20 hdc, *(2hdc in next
hdc) twice, 1hdc in each next 20 hdc; repeat from * to end.

Without fastening off yarn start the strap, grab up both the contrasting and main colored yarn, ch24,
work slip stitch into the 7th chain from hook (button loop).

Fasten button to any point of the face cloth.
Now you can use the strap to attach your face
cloth around a hook or the towel rod, or in your
shower - or if you have a super hero craft cat -
use it as a cape! wow - faster than the speed of
light!
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
