
F�lt Mouse
Craft Leftovers

Ingredients:
One 8 X 10 piece of a felted sweater; craft felt sheets work 
too
One 4 X 6 piece of fabric from the scrap pile
Needle and thread
2 yards of scrap yarn for the tail and eyes
Catnip 
Long grain white rice

Directions:
Cut all pieces from the template on page 5. They should 
look like the cut felt in �gure #1.

Thread your needle so you have a double strand with a knot 
at the end. When you start your stitching, you will pull your 
thread through, then before the knot is all the way to the 
fabric, thread your needle between the two threads. This will 
create a loop around the edge of the fabric. When sewing 
on porous fabric, I �nd this method always helps me get 
things started without a lot of frustration of my knot slip-
ping through. Figure 2.

Take cut piece #1 and fold in half lengthwise, right sides 
together. Stitch starting at the tip of the curve to the point 
1 1/2 inches from the edge along the top. Trim the fabric 
along the stitched edge like in �gure 3.
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
